What is dual enrollment?
� Dual Enrollment is a 

program that gives a 
high school student the 
opportunity to take opportunity to take 
tuition-waived college 
courses while still in 
high school.  Courses 
count as high school 
credit and college credit.



The Benefits of Dual Enrollment

� Course transferability (Technical Courses and Academic 
Core Courses)
� Students can graduate with significant college hours, which could 

be applied towards a TSTC Certificate of Completion or Associate 
of Applied Science Degree (over 30 different programs at TSTC)

� Students can transfer Academic Core courses to Texas public � Students can transfer Academic Core courses to Texas public 
colleges or universities. 

� Note: not all courses are transferable. It’s important for students 
to do research on the field they would like to study.

� Saves incredible amounts of time and money for students 
and parents.  Each 3 hour course (book included) costs an 
average of approximately $650.00



Dual Enrollment Guidelines

� Students are taught and graded the same way as college 
students.  

� Grades are recorded on a permanent college transcript, 
which can strongly influence future Financial 
Aid/Scholarship and university applications.  It’s 
important to be committed and do well!

Dual Enrollment Guidelines

� Dual Enrollment students 
must abide by the rules set 
forth in the TSTC Student 
Handbook (reference student 
guidelines form—Handbook 
available online)

� Students may be responsible � Students may be responsible 
for some fees such as books 
and parking permits.

� Any fines such as parking 
Tickets will cause a block on 
the student’s account.



Dual Enrollment Guidelines

� Grades/Schedules can be accessed on line by the 
student using MyTSTC.

� Dual Enrollment students can obtain TSTC ID cards, 
which can be used for the Learning Resource Center. 
Students will need to obtain a statement of charges at Students will need to obtain a statement of charges at 
the Student Services Building.  Take this document to 
the Student Center to obtain ID.



Dual Enrollment Opportunities
Types of Dual Enrollment: Academic & Technical
� Academic CORE courses

� For example, English, Mathematics, Science, 
Government, History, Social/Behavioral Science, Fine 
Arts, Humanities & Speech Communication.Arts, Humanities & Speech Communication.

� Engineering Technology
� Industrial/Manufacturing Technology
� Computer Information Systems
� Health Technology
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� All new entering students under 30 years of age.

� Students who previously attended TSTC, but have a break in enrollment of at least one Fall or one Spring 
semester. 

� Student is not required to submit evidence of vaccination or booster if 30 years of age or older or if � Student is not required to submit evidence of vaccination or booster if 30 years of age or older or if 
enrolled only in online or other Distant Learning education courses. 

� Affidavit and exemption form from the Texas Department of State Health Services will be required for a 
Vaccine/Booster exemption request.

Bells. No bells (usually).



Studying
High School College

May not have a lot of home 
work.

2 to 3 hours of outside work or 
preparation for each classroom 
hour.

Classroom work has most of Outside reading may not be Classroom work has most of 
what you need.

Outside reading may not be 
reviewed in class.

Usually told what you need to 
learn.

You must read and prepare.  
Classroom lectures assume you 
have read and understood the 
material.

Teachers
High School College

Teachers will come to you to 
offer help.

Instructors expect you to come 
to them for help.

Teachers will provide you with 
notes for missed material.

Instructors expect you to get 
notes from classmates.notes for missed material. notes from classmates.

Teachers often write important 
notes on the board.

Instructors expect you to 
identify important items.

Teachers remind you of 
assignments due.

Instructors expect you to read 
the syllabus/CIS.



Tests / Assignments

High School College

Frequent tests over small 
chunks of materials.

Often only 2 tests over lots 
of materials.

Teachers often rearrange 
test dates to minimize 
conflicts with activities.

Instructors seldom consider 
outside activities when 
planning tests.



Grades

High School College

Extra credit may raise 
scores.

Very little (if any) extra 
credit.

Initial low test grades may Most tests and assignments Initial low test grades may 
have little effect on final 
grade.

Most tests and assignments 
are weighted equally.

Effort counts.  Results count.



High School College

Note from Mom and all is 
forgiven.

“You don’t have to schedule a 
doctor’s visit during my class.”

Know about an absence – turn 

Absences

in work early.

Official trip: Bring a note. 
Medical emergency: Bring a 
note.

Mom doesn’t count!



College Rules

� Rule 1:  A student does not have to:
� Go to class.
� Turn in assignments.
� Participate in classroom activities.� Participate in classroom activities.
� Pass tests.

� Rule 2:  A student does not have to pass the 
class.



Self-Contained vs. Mixed
� Self-contained classrooms with only high 

school students:  Most instructors are aware of 
their audience and adjust teaching and 
assignments.  Some high school rules apply. 1st

two years of ECHS.two years of ECHS.

� Mixed classrooms:  Instructors don’t pay 
attention to ages or student status.  Last two 
years of ECHS.
